ees and doctors offer emergency room physicians availability 24 hours a day. Outpatient procedures such as physi-
cal therapy, radiology, CT Scans, ultra sound and sonograms, Doppler studies and laboratory services. Specialties
such as cardiology, pediatrics, orthopedic and general surgery, family practice, gynecology, internal medicine and
ophthalmology are available by appointment.
